1. The clinic schedule for July-September is posted.  You should NOT be scheduled for any clinic if you are in the ICU/CCU, on vacation, night float or swing.  You also should NOT have any post-call clinic.  If there are residents that have a clinic scheduled during this time please let me know ASAP.  At this time, the schedule will be given to the clinics and no further changes will be made.  Patients are anxious to schedule follow-up appointments and we want to develop continuity.  Please note, “clinic trades” will no longer be allowed in the Georgetown medicine clinic.
2. The pre-clinic conference is updated on this website weekly, and expert assignments are updated monthly.  The expert for the day will be responsible for leading pre-clinic conference as well as clearing ALL of the boxes.  They will be given from 1:30 to 2:45 to address labs results, urgent phone messages and Rx refills.  All of the material in the boxes must be reviewed. Any labs that are NOT urgent/ critical should be initialed and placed the ordering resident's mailbox.  All critical labs/test will be resolved during this period, with the ordering resident notified of any actions taken.  Phone messages must be returned with in 24 hours.  Rx refills can be authorized (if appropriate) and placed in the nurses’ mailbox, who will then call the pharmacy and/ or notify the patient as appropriate (i.e. if the patient needs to make an appointment).  ALL boxes must be EMPTY before the expert can leave clinic for the day.  However, no resident should leave clinic without first asking the expert if assistance is needed.
3. Clinic Signout – A reminder- the PGY3-PGY1 swap is also updated on this website.   Any labs/tests that the senior resident knows will return after they have left the program should be signed out.  It is the responsibility of the senior resident to contact the sign out intern.
