Who was Dr. Argy?

Dr. Argy (pronounced ar-gee rather than ar-jee) dedicated his entire life to teaching Medicine at Georgetown.   He was a “triple Hoya”, attending Georgetown Prep, Georgetown University, and Georgetown School of Medicine (he graduated from the college along side President Leo O’Donovan in 1956).  Dr. Argy was an attending in the department of medicine who had a particular dedication to teaching house staff.  He served as Clerkship Director in the Department of Medicine for thirteen years prior to his death in 1997, and was an instrumental mentor for Dr. Adams and countless other students, residents, and fellows.  Prior to that, he served as Chief in the Division of Nephrology, and Director of Student Education.

The elective is named in his memory.  

What is your role?

The resident’s primary role is to teach the third and fourth year medical students.  The rotation also provides the resident time for reading and learning.  The rotation culminates with the Clinicopathological Case Conference (CPC).  You will be given an interesting case and asked to the make the final diagnosis as part of a fifty-minute presentation (see below).
Who are you contacts?

In the medicine Department, Erin Harvey is the administrative assistant in charge of the third and fourth year medicine rotations.  She books the rooms for all lectures.  You should check in with her at the beginning of the month to run the schedule and make sure rooms are booked for your lectures.  Her phone number is 202-444-2919

Dr. Sean Whelton is the clerkship director, and is a good resource for general questions about the ARGY month and for issues about specific students.   Also feel free to call the Ambulatory Care Chief Resident for any clinic related issues.
What are your responsibilities?
1) Morning reports
a) You will run three morning reports per week.   Monday and Friday are combined GT4 and GT3 morning reports that take place from 8am-9am (location TBA).   You should plan ahead and identify cases early.  The third years and fourth years are responsible for presenting the cases, and you lead the discussion.  All of the students should present at least one time during the month.  Wednesday mornings from 8:00-9:00 are with the GT4s only (also a morning report type format where you must identify good cases beforehand).  This is usually done over coffee and breakfast at the Leavey Center, and is focused more on management of patients.
2) Teaching sessions for 3rd year medical students at Arlington and Georgetown
a) You will give lectures to the 3rd year medical students doing their internal medicine clerkship.  A list of topics (both inpatient and outpatient) is attached.  This list was made to ensure a uniform curriculum for the students.  These lectures should take place at least three afternoons a week for the inpatient students at GT, once per week for Arlington.  The outpatient lectures are given on Monday mornings in Harvey Conference Room at 10am.   Residents have developed lectures over the years, all of which will be made available to you on a jump drive and a CD at the beginning of the rotation.  Feel free to write and add your own lectures to the database.  Contact the Arlington Chief Resident to coordinate your  Arlington lecture schedule at the beginning of the month.
3) Case Conference lecture series for students

The third year medical students have a Case Conference lecture series with various attendings throughout the month.  These are typically Tuesday, Wednesday, or Thursday (usually once per week).   You are expected to attend these conferences and ensure that the students have a case.  The case presentation is expected to last about 10 to 15 minutes.  One easy strategy to ensure that a case is always ready may be to make a rule at the beginning of the month that one of the students on the pre-call team have a case prepared; if they do not have a good case to present, they are responsible for finding someone who does.   Your inpatient schedule should have the dates of these case conferences.  
4) Clinicopathologic Case (CPC) Conference

a) The Argy resident prepares a CPC to be presented at noon conference towards the end of the month.  The Chief Resident will provide the case and date of the conference at the beginning of the month.  The patient’s diagnosis is unknown to you, and your task is to discuss the differential diagnosis in detail.  At the end of your presentation identify what you think the diagnosis is based on your reading and research.  Do not be concerned about whether your diagnosis is right or wrong: the educational benefit to you and those who attend the conference is in the discussion of the differential diagnosis!

5) Arlington Free Clinic

a) You are responsible for working at the Arlington Free Clinic twice a month.  The designated nights are the 2nd and 4th Tuesdays of the month, from 6-9pm.  The clinic relies on your presence to provide medical care to its patients.  This is not an optional responsibility, and if you cannot attend you must notify the chief medical resident as well as the Volunteer Director at the Free Clinic AND find coverage for your absence.  Georgetown University maintains a good relationship with the free clinic, and you can be sure that your help is greatly appreciated by the staff and patients.  The Department of Medicine encourages all residents to continue to volunteer their time when possible during elective rotations.  The clinic is located at 3833 N. Fairfax Dr. in Ballston. 6) Continuity Clinic

a) You will be expected to continue to attend both your continuity clinic and second clinic during the Argy Teaching Resident month.  If you have your continuity clinic at Georgetown, your clinic will be moved to the morning from 9am to 12noon.  Those with clinic at the VA or Arlington will continue to attend in the afternoon.  Any questions about clinic scheduling should be directed to the Primary Care Chief Resident.
